~. Council of Jerusalem agrees with Paul that Gentile converts are not required to follow Jewish law 49
- Jews expelled from Rome 49
_ AllNew Testament books written 49-96

_ One of the earliest Christian churches erected at Corinth 5

&7 Paul’s Letters to the Corinthians written c. 56

&7 Gospel according to Mark written c. 58

&7 Gospels according to Matthew and Luke written c. 60-62
_ Peter and Paul taken to Rome; executed under Nero 64-68
_ (reat fire in Rome blamed on Christians; Emperor Nero tortures and kills thousands of Christians 64

@ Jewish revolt aiainst Romans; Jerusalem caitured and destroied 70

Jesus was fully human and fully divine Jesus was a spirit who seemed human or a
mere human uniquely inhabited by a divine
spirit (Gnostic gospels)

Judas Iscariot willingly chose to betray Jesus | Jesus told Judas to betray him

(Godpel of Judas)

The first miraculous sign that Jesus performed | Jesus performed self-serving miracles

was turning water to wine at Cana throughout his childhood (“infancy Gospels”)
