Word translated “sevens” or “weeks:”

shabua,

a general word meaning “a group of seven.”



7 groups of 7 years = 49 years

62 groups of 7 years = 434 years

49 and (i.e., +) 434 = 483 years



From the time of Artaxerxes decree,
to the Triumphal Entry when Jesus
rode In to Jerusalem to announce
Himself as the Anointed One, Israel’s
King, it was exactly 483 Jewish years.
